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Status monitoring and remote alarming with the VOICE agent
The VOICE agent from APS systems Ltd is the perfect monitoring module for systems, building alarms and remote stations with up to 16 digital or analogue signal contacts. Thanks to its compact design, it can even be installed in a small distribution box. The VOICE agent can send voice messages via the fixed line or GSM network and if integrated in a computer network, can also send emails. The module operates with a supply voltage of 110-230VAC or 24VDC and supplies the internal lower voltage required for the signal contacts. A storage battery may also be attached thanks to an integrated battery-charge control unit. This ensures continuous functionality even in case of power failure.
Programming is completely browser-based, i.e. it is not necessary to purchase any software or updates. The configuration of the VOICE agent is clearly visualised and menu-driven. Eight on-call groups with up to 30 users are configurable for the alarming process. Each user included on the alarm list is able to acknowledge the alarm by entering a code (DTMF tones) and thus, interrupt the alarming of further users on the list. Eight timer channels can be used for the scheduling of the 8 on-call groups. After entering an access code simple modifications, such as updating the user telephone number can be made using the control wheel on the module. Programming and maintenance of the VOICE agent can be done via the LAN network or via the fixed line or GSM network.
